A leading department in the school, we have made rapid improvements 

which are reflected in our results. The past three years have evidenced strong increases in both 

Language and Literature. The English Department is staffed with dynamic teachers who ensure our 

teaching practice maximises standards of student progress and attainment. The successful applicant 

will be expected to continue the vision that we share to further enhance the progress of students at 

Theale Green School.  

Moving from a 64% to 71% pass rate at GCSE and from ALPs 4 to 2 this year at A level, the 

department has worked cohesively to improve the outcomes of all our students.

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The concluding comment of the English Review stated that ‘the English Department has the 

potential to be an outstanding department’. This mirrors the vision for the team and therefore we

As Headteacher (I teach a Year 10 and a Year 11 Science class), I am passionate about the power of 
education to open doors for young people, and in this age of results driven outcomes often being 
seen as the primary measure of success for schools, Theale Green School equally has a rich and 
impressive heritage of the Creative Arts and Sport, which continues to grow from strength to 
strength in our curriculum.
