Science Department
The Science department is led by the Head of Science, a second in charge and a Head of Physics.  The department has eight full time and one part time member of staff, all of whom are specialists in their subject.  There are 4 Science technicians.  The team of teachers and technicians is supportive and vibrant. We are looking for additional staff who will enjoy teaching talented girls and contribute to the development of new courses. 
KS3 
We have a two year KS3 with students studying Science in years 7 and 8. Students have a maximum of two teachers who cover a range of Physics, Chemistry and Biology topics in each year. The KS3 curriculum is constantly being developed and has a strong emphasis on investigative approaches and independent study. 
KS4 
Students complete GCSE Science in years 9, 10 and 11.  We follow the AQA specification for Triple and Combined Science. Top sets typically obtain the Separate Science awards, whereas all other students study Combined Science. Students have a subject specialist teacher for each area and there is an emphasis on practical delivery throughout the course
