The ideal candidate will be passionate about both 
digital innovation in education and empowering students and teachers to thrive in a 
technology-driven world. 

This role is also part of a special scholarship program dedicated exclusively to 
nurturing students with exceptional talents in Mathematics, Physics, Computer 
Science, and Design Technology. The ideal candidate will have 7+ years of teaching 
experience, a proven track record of preparing students for international competitions 
and Olympiads, and a deep commitment to fostering academic excellence.
