MATHEMATICS

The Mathematics team is a very supportive group and prides itself on its teamwork. The philosophy of the department is to offer the appropriate challenge to all students to enable them to fulfil their potential and enjoy Mathematics to the full.

KS3. 

We run an accelerated scheme of work in years 7 and 8 to enable all students to complete KS3 before the end of year 8.  The students are taught in form groups in year 7 and placed in five sets at the start of year 8.  A buddy system is organised for year 7 students who are less confident in mathematics, where the pupil will meet with a sixth form student on a regular basis.  Topics are tested termly across the year group giving year 8 girls an opportunity to change sets.

The textbook used in year 7 is STP7A and in year 8 STP8A, ICT – MyMaths, GSP, LOGO and spreadsheets.

KS4. 

Due to the new ‘Fat Maths’ Examination, students begin their GCSE course at the start of Year 9 and complete Edexcel Maths at the end of Year 11, with some students also sitting AQA Certificate in further mathematics in the same exam season.  Students who do not opt for further mathematics will take FSMQ in Finance in Year 10.
KS5.

We follow the Edexcel course for both Mathematics and Further Mathematics.  

In Mathematics at present, students study C1, C2 and S1 in year 12 and C3, C4 and M1 in year 13. 
In Further Mathematics, students study FP1, D1 and D2 in year 12 and FP2, S2 and S3 in year 13.  We use the Heinemann textbooks and the ICT resource mathsnet.
