P.E. teaching at St Mary’s is very successful. The
successful candidate will join a strong team and so this
presents a wonderful opportunity for personal
development alongside expert teachers. The
department consists of a sports hall, dance studio,
outdoor netball courts, astro-turf pitches as well as
extensive grounds for athletics and field sports.

TIMETABLE ARRANGEMENTS

The school works to a 25 x 1-hour period week. At Key Stage 3, pupils enjoy 2 hours of PE per year. At Key
Stage 4, all pupils have 3 hours of core PE (2 at Year 10, 1 at Year 11). GCSE PE and Cambridge National Sports
Studies both prove popular options in KS4, with pupils studying for 2 hours in Year 10 and 3 at Year 11.

In addition, the PE department supports a full range of sporting activities for pupils in all year groups,
including fixtures against local high school and participation in district and county events. Extra-curricular
take-up from pupils is high with a wide-ranging variety available at lunchtime and after-school.
Supplementing this are regular trips, including a successful bi-annual football and netball tour of Spain.
