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Welcome to the Humanities Faculty
The Humanities Faculty inspires students to think about and engage with the World around them. It builds on students’ own experiences and knowledge and teaches them the skills they need to investigate places at all scales, from the personal to the global, present, past and future.
Although we teach each subject distinctly, the Humanities Faculty is collectively responsible for the delivery of Geography, History, Religious Studies, Citizenship and Personal Development. We are a dedicated team full of love for our unique subjects who together to contribute significantly to the development of students’ social, moral, spiritual and cultural development at Humphry Davy School.
STAFFING

We are a team of seven teachers, four of whom specialise in Geography, two in History and one in Citizenship and Personal Development. Religious Studies is currently delivered by a number of teachers within the faculty. Many of the teachers have a range of additional responsibilities across the school, one of whom is an Assistant Head, one is a Head of House and the Head of Faculty is currently seconded to the Senior Leadership Team.
CURRICULUM OFFER 

KS3

Within KS3 students have distinct History, Geography, Religious Studies and Citizenship/Personal Development lessons. Schemes of Learning are planned to deliver the skills required for both the current national curriculum and the new GCSE assessment objectives. We see progression from year 7 – 11 as part of a five-year curriculum. Students are taught in mixed ability groups and teachers are responsible for personalising lessons to meet the needs of the students in their groups. Students in KS3 are assessed using the school’s Assessment Without Levels systems against criteria that we have developed as a faculty.
KS4
Students make option choices within Year 8 and where appropriate all students are guided towards a choice of either Geography or History GCSE. There is the option for students to take both subjects for most year groups. We follow the AQA GCSE courses for both subjects. 

Religious Studies and Citizenship & Personal Development are part of our core school curriculum and all students at KS4 continue to study these subjects with some taking the AQA GCSE exams.

Students in all GCSE subjects are assessed against GCSE criteria and we regular monitor students Expected Outcomes and Attitude to Learning.
FACILITIES

The Faculty is well equipped with all classrooms having Interactive White Boards, projectors and speakers. We take full advantage of the availability of ICT and enjoy the advantage of our location directly next a large suite of computers. All teachers at Humphry Davy School use Showmyhomeowork, Mint Class, SIMs and 4Matrix to support teaching and learning and monitoring of student progress.

EXTRA CURRICULAR LINKS & ACTIVITIES

The Faculty provides numerous opportunities to enhance learning and over the years we have built strong links with the following groups and agencies. These include: local magistrates; The Police; The Fire Service; Brook; The Geographical Association; the National Trust; Churches Together; Truro Cathedral and various charities including Shelterbox.
We also offer many extracurricular opportunities including field trips to St Ives, environmental awareness days at Falmouth University, competing in the Mock Trial competition, lessons delivered through Google Expeditions, visits to Hitler on trial and various days out to National Trust locations. This year we were particularly proud of our KS3 Geography GA team who won the GA Cornwall quiz.
