The Head of Maths is responsible to the Principal and the Head Teacher.
We are seeking to appoint an inspirational and innovative Head of Maths, to lead a successful department and inspire teachers and pupils across the school. 
The ideal candidate will be a self-motivated, innovative and outward-looking teacher with a desire to support colleagues in the delivery of exciting Maths lessons and inspire pupils in the subject.
At CHS we work hard to develop reasoning and problem solving in pupils, as well as a robust knowledge of key mathematical concepts and methodology. 
We believe it is important to:
• Engage and stretch students regardless of ability
• Revisit topics regularly 
• Develop flexible mental strategies alongside written methods. 
• Embed relevant vocabulary
• Provide an understanding that Maths interconnects with the whole school curriculum. 
We use the National Curriculum as our foundation, but work closely to align our expectations to the requirements of the Entrance examinations which most of our pupils sit at 7+/8+ or 11+. 
Mathematical concepts are explored in a variety of representations and problem-solving contexts to give pupils a richer and deeper learning experience. We promote the participation in Maths Challenges and competitions such as Junior Maths Challenge, and the use of IT such as the adaptive DoodleMaths app and BOFA online tests. 
On occasion, Wednesday clubs have a mathematical theme as well to support the development of well rounded mathematicians..


The Head of Maths should be able to demonstrate knowledge and understanding of: 
· Curriculum progression from the EYFS to Form Six.
· The National Curriculum and any statutory curriculum requirements.
· Requirements of the  7+/8+/11+ examinations for London day schools.
· The characteristics of high quality teaching.
· Strategies for improving teaching and learning and sustaining high standards over time. 
· Ways to support pupils to maximise their mathematical understanding, both in lessons and extra curricular activities. 
· Together with the Head Teacher the Head of Maths should  ensure that the teaching of mathematics throughout the school is of a high quality.
Key responsibilities: 
· Take ownership of the whole school curriculum and support with the preparation and development of year group programmes of study including resourcing, IT and teaching methods. 
· Promote the subject throughout the school, with pupils, parents and staff. 
· Yearly monitoring of curriculum documents including the policy, curriculum map, syllabus and schemes of work.
· Establish and implement departmental practices for regular assessment, recording and reporting on whole school pupil achievement using tracking and assessment data, lesson observations, work scrutiny and liaison with staff.
· Report back to the Principal and Headteacher with an annual brief audit that will feed into the School Evaluation and the School Development Plan. 
· Attend regular staff meetings and individual staff consultations as necessary.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Keep up-to-date with educational issues by attending courses and through reading, and promote professional development with colleagues, running INSET on occasion. 
· Be available to other teachers for advice and assistance in solving problems
· Model best practice in Maths teaching with own Form Class, and where timetabling permits in working 1:1 or with small groups of pupils across the school to support, extend and prepare for exams.
