	Statement of Purpose:

To work under the direction and instruction of senior staff to provide routine cleaning and/or caretaking tasks to support the effective operation of the Academy as Janitor and to provide on-site support, supervision and security for the community use of the Academy.

Security and Safety:
· Unlock and secure premises at agreed times for Academy and community use as directed and maintain the key(s) in their possession for emergency call-out.

· Check that the heating and lighting systems are operating satisfactorily and checking their efficiency with regard to energy conservation.
· Check fire and/or security alarms are working satisfactorily.
· Ensure that premises are in a safe, tidy and satisfactory condition prior to community use.  
· To help with the setting up and clearing away of equipment and furniture required for community use.
· Provide on-site security during community use hours, and the supervision of buildings and grounds to prevent damage and nuisance.
· Maintain vigilance for Health & Safety concerns in and around the building including checking outside area for syringes, broken glass etc., and disposing appropriately.
· Take all reasonable steps to ensure that users comply with the Health and Safety Policy and Conditions of Hire including the enforcement of the No Smoking Policy within the grounds.
· To ensure that correct protocols are adopted in the event of an emergency.

	Maintenance and Cleaning

· To undertake any site cleaning or general maintenance relating to community use as required.

· Dispose of such waste materials arising from the use of the premises as are not covered by alternative arrangements.

· Replace such consumables on the premises in appropriate locations as are not covered by alternative arrangements e.g. toilet rolls, soap, towels etc.

· Clean designated areas not covered by alternative arrangements, e.g. outside areas, car parks, drains, boiler house, stores etc.   This may include cleaning up after contractors during Academy closure periods.

· To arrange to clear blockages, remove foreign matter from sinks, toilets, drains, and clean up spillages as required.

Support to the Trust

· To be able to give first aid emergency treatment where necessary.

Resources:

· General portage and collection activities.

· To maintain appropriate records.  To report emergencies in the case of faults with gas, electric and water supply to the Site Supervisor (Trent) /Site Officer (Dove), or where not immediately available, Technical Services, and report minor faults on site to the Site Supervisor (Trent) / Site Officer (Dove).

· To attend to, where necessary, personnel visiting the site such as contractors, representatives of utilities (gas, electric) and monitor any work being carried out within the postholder’s area of responsibility.
· Drive the school minibus and trailer as and when required.
Support to Academy:

· Promote and safeguard the welfare of children and young persons you are responsible for or come into contact with.

· Be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to child protection, health, safety and security, confidentiality and data protection, reporting all concerns to an appropriate person.

· Be aware of, support and ensure equal opportunities for all.

· Contribute to the overall ethos/work/aims of the Academy.

· Appreciate and support the role of other professionals.

· Attend and participate in relevant meetings as required.

· Participate in training and other learning activities and performance development as required.

· Assist with student needs as appropriate during the Academy day.

Health & Safety

· The postholder will be expected to observe safe working practices in carrying out the required duties and ensure that instructions specified by technical consultants, contractors and manufactures are adhered to.  Janitors are expected to be smart in appearance and dress.

In addition:

· All should be available on the 'call out' list in case of emergency;

· Holiday leave will be in line with the policy for all support staff. Janitors must collaborate to ensure that leave is not taken simultaneously;

· All support staff will work on INSET Days;
· All staff are expected to work in a flexible and versatile manner as directed by their line manager;
· To take part in a Performance Review system.
· To work within the requirements of the Safeguarding Children’s Policy.

· To have a responsibility for promoting and safeguarding the welfare of students.

· Commitment to Safeguarding Children  

· Promote and safeguard the welfare of children and young persons you are responsible for or come into contact with by:

· Having an awareness of school safeguarding policy and procedures regarding child protection

· Become aware of the signs and symptoms of abuse by attending relevant safeguarding training

· Understand and support the Academy by attending training relevant to current national safeguarding issues such as The Prevent duty, Child Sexual Exploitation, Female Genital Mutilation.

· Report all causes for concern to the Safeguarding team using detailed and accurate information.

· Ensure the safety of all pupils in the school learning environment both indoor and outdoor

· Being fully aware of and understanding the duties and responsibilities arising from the Children’s Act 2004 and Working Together in relation to child protection and safeguarding children and young people.
