When applying for a Disclosure and barring (DBS background check you will be asked to produce certain original
documents so that your identity can be verified. The following checklist may help you gather your documents.

Can you produce a Group 1 document?

address.

If no, then you must produce:

your current address.

In exceptional circumstances if neither of the above options can be met then you
must produce

= 1 document from Group 2a; and

current address.
