THE SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

STAFF AND STRUCTURE

The department consists of nine teachers and four technicians.  They form an enthusiastic, supportive and sociable team.  Science is a busy and evolving department with possibilities for career development opportunities both within the department and in pastoral care.

THE SCIENCE DEPARTMENT FACILITIES

Science is taught in nine laboratories, all of which have multimedia projectors.  All the laboratories have already been refurbished to a very high standard.
At Key Stage 3, we use a combination of Activate Science, How Science Works and our own schemes of work to deliver the curriculum.  At Key Stage 4, we offer Chemistry, Physics and Biology as separate science GCSE’s, as well as the 9-1 Combined Science.  At Key Stage 5, we currently offer General Applied Science AQA Level 3 with Chemistry, Biology and Physics being offered at a partner school.

EXTRA CURRICULAR

Students at The Grange School are keen to progress in Science; this is reflected in the number of students who choose to attend extra after school sessions.  Key Stage 4 students attend extra-curricular year-round GCSE revision lessons.  

The Science Department has a successful STEMNET and BRAINIACS club which students are invited to.
