Health and Social Care Department

The health and social care department occupies two classrooms on the first floor of the school; with each teacher having their own classroom. Both classrooms are equipped with state-of-the-art Smartboards, linked to desktop computers. The teacher’s desktop is linked to a classroom speaker system. There are also 2 standard whiteboards in each room. One classroom has a well-equipped ICT suite allowing students the ability to develop independent enquiry skills. Both classrooms also stock a good range of core BTEC textbooks and other teaching resources.

Key Stage 4 provision for Years 10 and 11 students currently is 5 x 1 hour lessons per 2-week cycle. We follow the Edexcel examination board syllabus: both year groups complete the BTEC Level 2 First Award in Health and Social Care.
