This year | am a Year 8 form tutor; |
see these learners at the end every day for reflection time. Today we are using a restorative circle to
get to know each other better and share our questions. The teaching day finishes at 3.25pm and
today | am running an after-school activity with technical lego in the Makerspace as this is a
passion of mine! After | return the learners to the cafeteria to be picked up, | head back to my
learning area to collaborate on some planning, complete some marking and check my emails. | am
looking forward to the forthcoming Year 8 Service Learning trip and will pop in to the nearby shops
on the way home to get some equipment ready for the trip.
