THE COMPUTING AND ICT DEPARTMENT
The teaching of Computer Science and ICT at the school is dynamic and focused on continuous improvement.  It is a growing team reflecting the commitment of the school to Computing and the success enjoyed by the department.  There are currently five teachers covering Computer Science and ICT. The department is supported by a very skilled technical team.  

Computing is delivered at KS3 as a discrete subject. All year 7 and 8 students experience two 50 minute periods per week of teaching and learning.  Our KS3 focus is for students to develop an understanding of the key principles of computer science (including programming) and to equip them with the skills to evaluate and apply information technology to solve problems. 

At KS4 students in Years 9, 10 and 11 are offered GCSE Computer Science or Edexcel Digital Application (CiDA). GCSE Computing was added to the curriculum in September 2011 and has proven to be a popular choice. Our A* to C results have been consistently above the national average. The department is always looking for new and innovative ways to expand the curriculum at KS4.
A Level Computing began in 2010 and take up of the subject has increased year on year. Students are taught an understanding of computer systems, programming skills (using Java) and problem-solving. The school is a lead school in the delivery of GCSE and A level computing and the department has been involved in the sharing of good practice with local schools. The department and the school are committed to developing a curriculum with a strong focus on Computing. Additionally Level 3 ICT is being introduced at KS5, a key strength of this subject is the application to business and project planning.  

The school has some 530 student computers in 23 separate facilities, 14 of which are IT rooms each with 28 pcs.  Every faculty has its own ICT room.  The school invests significantly in IT each financial year in order to upgrade our equipment and facilities.
