Purpose

Support the class teacher in all aspects of teaching and enhance learning opportunities for students,
bringing to bear knowledge and practical experience gained through working with students’ framework of
the strategic plan, as well as the individual academies’ strategic plans

Principal Responsibilities

Under the direction of the class teacher, following agreed lesson plans, support the teaching and
learning of individual or groups of students, using support strategies appropriate to the needs of
students, providing feedback and liasing over problems. Contribute to the intellectual and social
development of students and work with individual small groups of children to support the
achievement of literacy and numeracy targets and in other specific curriculum areas, as directed.
Prepare, maintain and deploy appropriate learning aids, materials and equipment.

Contribute significantly to the planning of teaching and learning for the whole class and/or
individual students. Contribute to the planning of lessons and work programmes, the devising of
activities and target setting.

Contribute to the monitoring, recording and assessment of student progress through observation
and questioning, against student targets (and Individual Educational Plans where relevant) keeping
detailed records of individual's progress.

Contribute to the development of a purposeful working atmosphere and implement and monitor the
school’s behaviour and any related policies and procedures. Invigilate tests and examinations as
directed.

Under the direction of the SENCO/Vice Principal develop and maintain supportive relationships with
parents, carers and others of the student’'s community.
