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Details for post of Head of History
The History Department currently comprises five members of staff, including the Head of Department and four other teachers, two of whom teach other subjects in addition to History. It is well resourced, with every classroom having an interactive whiteboard, and four of the staff teach at A-level. New Smartboards are due for installation in these classrooms in Summer 2018.
In the Junior Years, first to third Form (Year 7-9), a chronological course roughly corresponding to the National Curriculum is followed. The Norman Conquest through Medieval Life to the Black Death and Peasants’ Revolt are studied in the first form; The Tudors, Stuarts and Slavery in the second form; and World War One, Intolerance, the Holocaust and South African Apartheid in the third form.

At GCSE we follow the Edexcel specification A. This involves units on the Cold War, Elizabeth I, Medicine Through Time, and Weimar and Nazi Germany. At A Level we follow the OCR specification, opting for Revolutionary Russia, The Early Tudors and USA Civil Rights.
External exam results are strong and have improved significantly in recent years. An average of over 50% of pupils score A*A at A Level over the last four years, including the recent transition to the new A Level specification. Likewise, an average of over 50% of pupils achieved A* or A grades at GCSE over the last four years. The department has a strong record of preparing pupils for degrees at top universities including Oxbridge – two pupils in the last two years have progressed to Cambridge.

The department has also expanded in recent years and has consistently been amongst the most popular options subject at GCSE over the past few years, with two sets currently studying the subject in both fourth and fifth form. There are also typically two teaching groups in the Lower Sixth and the Upper Sixth.
The department is active in organising enrichment trips and workshops including Warwick Castle, The Slavery Museum, World War One Medicine, Holocaust Memorial and as far away as Washington.

The successful applicant should be a resourceful and enthusiastic teacher, with a clear vision for the future of the subject in an increasingly competitive and rapidly changing world.

The successful candidate can expect to teach up to 25 periods per week (each lesson is 40 minutes in duration), including  teaching across Key Stage 3, GCSE and A Level. Full time staff are expected to act as tutors within the College’s House system, and a commitment to the extensive programme of activities and/or sport at the College will also be welcome.
