Basic salaries within South and East Asia rarely match
those of schools in the UK or indeed some other parts of
the world. However, the cost of living within Myanmar is
so inexpensive that our teachers usually declare that
they have a higher standard of living on the lower salary
and are still able to save and travel around the region
during school holidays.

The school currently has a fixed salary that is reviewed

annually. Salaries are quoted and paid in USA Dollars.
The quoted salaries are net of personal income tax - the
school pays this for you.

The salary is reviewed annually to take account of
inflation and to keep the school competitive. It will be
presented atinterview whereitwill be putintothe context
of life in Myanmar and the other benefits we provide for
teachers.
