GENERAL BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Walton High opened in 1999 with 120 Year 8 students. Since then the school has grown significantly and now
has over 2,000 students on roll, including 300+ Post 16. The school has an excellent reputation and is
consistently oversubscribed.

In November 2016, Walton High expanded onto a second campus that is two and half miles away from the
Walnut Tree Campus at Brooklands. The Brooklands campus opened with 270 students across Years 7 —9 and
now has nearly 1000 students in Years 7 — 11 growing to 1,500 students, including 300 Post-16, by 2022.

When both campuses are at capacity, Walton High will be one of the largest secondary school in the country
ensuring excellent opportunities for career progression.

A single system of governance, organisation, leadership and management operates across both campuses.

In 2011 the Governors of Walton High founded Milton Keynes Education Trust with the following aims:

The creation of the multi-academy trust has enabled more cross phase working and the schools within the
partnership have pooled resources to provide additional educational services to support children’s learning, e.g.
Educational Psychologist, Education Welfare Officer and Speech and Language Therapist.

Walton High is committed to making personalised learning a reality. Our flexible and varied curriculum is an

essential foundation for this, providing as it does personal learning pathways which are challenging, relevant and
significant.

Assessment for Learning - the process of seeking and interpreting evidence for use by learners and their
teachers to decide where they are in their learning, where they need to go and how best to get there;

Developing students’ capacity to learn - by building the confidence and capacity of the learner and developing
personal skills and strategies to enable self-management and self-direction;

Teaching and Learning strategies that actively engage and challenge learners - Walton High’s approach to
lesson planning ensures all the key elements of outstanding learning are considered.

AND ICT

Creative Media Production is taught at both Key Stage 4 and Key Stage 5 — although Media Production can also
be part of the Year 7 and 8 Creative Subjects rotation. The course currently studied at Key Stage 4 is the BTEC
Tech Award and this is very popular with our students. Part of the successful uptake at both Year 9 and Year 12
can be attributed to the in-house Media course that is delivered on a rotation to all Year 7 and Year 8 students.

Post 16 numbers are also healthy and students follow the Pearson Level 3 BTEC National Diploma in Creative
Media Production. Students currently study a TV industry production based course but there is flexibility to adapt
units to aid candidate’s specialisms.

The Creative Media team makes a major contribution to Walton High's enriched curriculum. Advanced Learning
Days involving professional practitioners and fascinating industry related trips have been developed and a well-
attended lunchtime and after school clubs run weekly. We also have an excellent and longstanding reputation
for providing media support to the first class entertainment offered by school concerts, plays and musical
theatre.

The Curriculum Area consists of creative and production based teachers who take a collegiate approach to the
writing of schemes of work and resources. Colleagues are generous with the support they give to each other
and to the wider life of the school.

ICT

Media and ICT are complementary subjects; the ICT ethos is integrated throughout the curriculum, which is
enriched and extended by our desire to develop creative capabilities, promote opportunities for students to
follow a wide range of work related learning pathways and encourage greater economic, business and financial
awareness.

All students follow a range of Computing and ICT technologies at Key Stage 3, 4 and 5 which includes
programming and computing elements.

Current Year 8 students may opt to specialise further by taking a GCSE in Computing or Cambridge Nationals in
ICT as one of their option subjects which they study alongside the core curriculum in Years 9 - 11.

Talented and enthusiastic practitioners work in each Curriculum Area and the team takes a collegiate approach
to the writing of schemes of work and the production of resources. Colleagues are generous in their support
they give to each other and to the wider life of the school. The team makes a valuable contribution to Advanced
Learning Days, lunch and after school coding clubs and other enrichment activities.
