Currently, the GCSE courses we offer at KS4 are AQA Science A in Year 10 and Additional Science in Year 11 or Biology, Chemistry and Physics GCSEs, assessed in Year 11.

At post-16, we offer A-levels in Biology, Chemistry and Physics. These are extremely popular courses, with an average 80-100 students attending the AS courses each year.  

The management structure in the Science Department consists of the Director of Science, subject leaders of Biology, Chemistry and Physics, a KS3 coordinator and a Lead Practitioner. We are a well-resourced department, with excellent facilities including 17 laboratories. All classrooms have up-to-date technology to support teaching and learning.
