Bluecoat Academy Aspley is the largest school in 
the Trust and was the founder of Archway Learning Trust (previously known as 
Bluecoat Academies Trust).

 Preparation of dining hall and other food outlets, including the movement of furniture wiping tables and 
setting up counters; 

 Washing up of dishes and equipment; 

 Being able to work with the tills and undertake cash handling duties;
