FACULTY OF MATHEMATICS

The Faculty of Mathematics is highly respected within the school and achieves good examination results at all levels. There are eight full-time and four part-time teachers who work well together as a committed and supportive team.  

Currently at ‘A’ Level, approximately 60 students follow the Edexcel Modular course, taking the AS at the end of Year 12.  A small number of students also study Further Maths.
At GCSE, students take the Edexcel Linear course.  Students currently use the Oxford Edexcel GCSE Mathematics textbook.   
At Key Stage 3, students follow a course based around the “MyMaths for Key Stage 3” texts.  The Schemes of Work are well established but constantly reviewed and updated.  In Year 7, students are taught in mixed ability groups for the first five weeks and are then set by ability.  Setting continues throughout the remainder of Key Stages 3 and 4.

Mathematics is taught in a suite of six specialist classrooms equipped with interactive white boards, visualisers, quizdom and wifi access for use with faculty laptops.  
In general, this is a time of exciting change and development in the school.  We are continually developing and refining what is already an excellent framework for teaching and learning.
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
