STAFF AND STRUCTURE

The department currently consists of one main time Head of Art and another member of staff which works 4 days a week. The department also employs and has access to a technician 3 days a week.  They form an enthusiastic and dedicated team, who work in a driven, passionate but supportive and friendly atmosphere.

Students enjoy Art at Key Stage 3 and it is a popular option at Key Stage 4.  At Key Stage 5, students can study BTEC Art & Design; therefore, we are looking for an enthusiastic and positive teacher who will be able to teach across all key stages. 

THE ART DEPARTMENT FACILITIES

The Art block is a self-contained unit, which is spacious and well lit, with innovative room displays.  It has three main teaching studios and an additional studio space which is used for 6th form teaching. The Art department has up to date technology including interactive whiteboard and computers based within the department, which can be used to deliver Computer Aided Design lessons. The school provides an easily assessable booking room system too for larger classes.
There is the potential to develop several specialist areas including photography, 3D, Graphics or Textiles. The department runs the Edexcel Art, Craft and Design curriculum which enables students to specialise in areas of their choices at GCSE level.
EXTRA CURRICULAR

The school recognises and values the work of the Art department, both within the curriculum and through its extra-curricular contributions. 

The Art department takes part in many extra-curricular events, adding to the life of the school as a whole.  It plays an important role in designing and creating scenery for school productions and displays in the school entrance and around the corridors are always of outstanding quality.
