The successful candidate will have experience
of working with pupils in an educational setting,
ideally within Early Years or Key Stage 1, and a
well-developed understanding of behaviour
support strategies and Special Educational
Needs.

You will work with the child on a structured
one-to-one basis throughout the school

day to help them access the curriculum, build
independence, and support social connections
and interactions with their peers.

As part of a supportive and collaborative team,
the successful candidate will have access

to professional development opportunities
within Broomwood and across the wider Dukes
Education family.

Key Responsibilities

To work closely with the Form Teacher, our
Head of Learning Support and external
professionals to implement consistent
evidence-based strategies aligned with the
child’s agreed targets.

To use positive reinforcement and consistent
communication to build self-esteem and
motivation.

To maintain high expectations, whilst adapting
activities to suit the child’s interests to
encourage engagement and participation.

To fade support in and out appropriately to
encourage independence.

To help ensure that the school environment
is appropriately adapted to support the
child’s needs, for example by maintaining a
predictable daily routine and using visual and
verbal supports.

To maintain daily tracking systems to monitor

child’s behaviour, engagement and progress.
