JOB DESCRIPTION


MAIN PURPOSE OF THE JOB
1. To carry out negotiated classroom duties which involve the support of individual students or small groups of students, assisting with learning related activities.

2. To supervise students on trips, visits and other out of school activities as directed.

3. To supervise students in the dining hall, playground, clubs and activities.

4. To perform duties and attend meetings as reasonably required.
