Geography at Morpeth 

The Geography Department is a friendly team of four staff committed to collaborative ways of working, mixed-ability teaching, and to providing a wide range of enrichment opportunities at KS3 to KS5.  These include local fieldwork throughout KS3 with a river study day in year 7 for all pupils, extensive fieldwork across London in KS4 with a residential trip to various Field Studies Council sites, and two residential field trips across KS5. The experience of getting to unfamiliar environments is vital for geography students and the school day at Morpeth caters perfectly for this, with full morning sessions allowing us to get students as far as the Thames barrier without having to disturb other subjects.
All pupils are taught Geography at KS3 as a discreet subject.  The department is well resourced.  Creativity and flexibility is encouraged. There are clear schemes of work and resources that complement a range of pupil activities.  Fieldwork is very much encouraged.
Geography is a very popular option at KS4 and it continues to grow in popularity at KS5. We are in the process of embedding the curriculum changes at both of these Key Stages and are looking forward to building and developing on current practice.
