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The Learning Support Department at Greenford High has a number of Achievement Workers, HLTAs and Lead Practitioners in Special Educational Needs, whose aim is to remove barriers to learning for all students on the SEN code of practice. Their wide experience and knowledge is shared with all departments in order to produce a truly inclusive learning environment. The department plays a vital role in supporting outstanding teaching, highlighting the special educational needs of students to teachers.  The department supports teachers in planning and differentiating lessons so all students can access lessons and make progress.

Working with families, parents and carers is a priority for the department so that strategies in school are also followed at home.  Multi agency working is a key component of the department’s work so that students have access to a range of expert services.  We provide high quality information, advice and guidance and we have the Investors in Careers quality mark.  We work closely with partner primary schools, local colleges and alternative education providers to ensure successful transition.

The department works closely with the Local Authority and Health Service especially the Educational Psychologist, Speech and Language Therapist and Clinical Psychologist who are frequently in school.  

In addition to support from the Head HLTA, the SENCO benefits from the work of a full time SEN Administrator.

Greenford High School is an inclusive school, and we make sure we regularly check that all students, irrespective of physical disabilities, have full access to all resources.  In doing this we fully comply with the Equality Act 2010.
