Please note that, due to our safeguarding procedures, we only consider the completed application form; applicants must be able to attend the interview in person, please do not upload any supporting statements or CVs.
All applications received will be acknowledged within two working days by an email reply to the address logged with the TES portal. You may also be wondering who Jo Richardson is and why have we named our school after her.  Jo was the MP for Barking from 1974 until 1994 when she died.  During that time, she fought hard for fair opportunities for people, both locally and on the national stage.  The Council had been waiting for a chance to honour her name with a high profile local initiative and chose the new community school to recognise her contribution.  
Staff joining the school receive a full induction programme.  Support staff are an extremely important part of our staff team at JRCS.  Their work is highly valued by teachers and students.  We believe it is important to ensure career development opportunities for all our staff.
