Design and Technology is a multi-disciplined curriculum area, delivering skills, knowledge and concepts key to the design and development of products.
The area is managed by the Faculty Leader.  The DT curriculum is constructed to provide the pupils with a range of opportunities in which to develop capability.  The team has high expectations of both the pupils and itself.

The Design and Technology faculty has a suite of 8 rooms including a staff work area.  The department is well equipped to deliver the DT subjects (all rooms enjoy projectors).

The school operates a 20 x 80 minute lesson week.  At KS3 DT has 2 lessons a week.  At KS4 GCSE/WJEC subjects have 2 lessons to deliver the courses.  The school targets support for the less able and most challenging or those students who have English as a second language.  Teaching groups are set at KS3.  A large proportion of students covering all ability ranges choose DT subjects at KS4.  The area is very popular with pupils.
The GCSE results in most subjects have met or exceeded school and department targets for a number of years.  We are proud of our successes but we still have a long way to go on our journey and are always seeking ways to develop the range and quality of experience we offer our students.

The staff team is strong with emphasis on a professional and supportive atmosphere.
