Pune
Pune is the second largest 

city in the state of 

Maharashtra in western 

India (population 

approximately 5 million), 

around 160 kilometres 

south-east of the state 

capital, Mumbai. Situated 

560 metres above sea level 

on the Deccan plateau, at 

the con�uence of the Mula 

and Mutha river, it is the 

administrative capital of 

Pune District and the eighth 

most populous 

metropolitan area in India.

Pune is situated on the leeward side of the Sahyadri 

mountain range (the Western Ghats), which separate it 

from the Arabian Sea. It is a relatively hilly city, with its 

tallest hill, Vetal Hill, rising to 800m (2,625 �) above sea 

level. Just outside the city, the Sinhagad fort is located at 

a height of 1300m.

Pune is viewed by many to be Maharashtra's cultural 

capital and the form of Marathi spoken in Pune is 

considered to be the standard form of the language. The 

culture of Pune encompasses both the traditional 

Maharashtrian lifestyle that is prevalent in the heart of 

the city, as well as a modern, progressive outlook 

resulting from it being a hub for education and liberal 

thought. People from multiple religions and speaking 

di�erent regional languages reside here, and English is 

widely spoken here. It also hosts various national festivals 

and cultural events throughout the year 

The monsoon lasts from June to October, with moderate rainfall 

and falls ranging from 10°C to 28°C (50°F to 82°F). Most of the 

722mm of rainfall in the city fall between June and September, and 

July is the we�est month of the year. Pune once received rainfall on 

29 consecutive days.  

The climate is tropical with a monsoon season and a usually dry 

climate with average temperatures ranging between 20°C to 28°C. 

Pune experiences three distinct seasons: summer, monsoon and 

winter. Typical summer months are from March to May, with 

maximum temperatures ranging from 30 to 40 °C.  

The warmest month in Pune is April; although summer doesn't end 

until May, the city o�en receives locally developed heavy 

thundershowers in May (although humidity remains high). Even 

during the ho�est months, the nights are usually cooler due to 

Pune's altitude.  

Winter begins in November; November in particular is known as the 

Rosy Cold (Marathi). The daytime temperature hovers around 28 °C 

(83 °F) while night temperature is below 10 °C (50 °F) for most of 

December and January, o�en dropping to 5 or 6 °C (42 °F). The 

lowest temperature ever located was 1.7 °C on January 17, 1935.

Sinhagad Fort lies at a distance of 25km from Pune 

city. It is one of the popular picnic spots near the city. 

It is located on a hill, at a height 700 m above the 

surrounding landscape. Due to its height, the fort also 

serves as a popular trekking destination for the 

people of Pune. 

Sinhagad can be accessed by the S.T. and P.C.M.T 

buses. A well-marked path - partly in steps - takes one 

to the top, through a series of gates. An alternative 

route is also up the ridge through the forests and 

leading right up to the fort.

Khandala and Lonavala are neighbours. Although it 

is comparatively small, it is equally blessed with 

natural beauty. A deep valley on one side and high 

hills on the other side divide Khandala and 

Lonavala. While travelling on the Mumbai Bangalore 

National Highway, one has  to cross the arduous 

Khopoli - Khandala Ghat. This is the famous 

Borghat. In a short distance of 8 kms one has to 

climb a height of 369 metres. This is a di�cult Ghat 

to climb. But once you reach here, you feel that this 

climb has been worth the trouble. It is located about 

120km (75 mi) southwest of Pune and 285km (177 mi) 

from Mumbai.

This is a theme park near the city of Khopoli on the 

Mumbai-Pune expressway located The INR1,650-

crore theme park spread over 300 acres opened in 

April 2013. It o�ers entertainment, dining, shopping 

and accommodation. The park can accommodate 

as many as 20,000 visitors.

Wine—Some interesting Indian brands, both 

reds & whites; the quality of Indian wines is 

markedly improving, but they are expensive. 

Wines usually cost Rs. 400-900 per bo�le, 

with a decent wine being around Rs. 600.

Most vegetables are Rs. 50-80/kilogram; 

more for “exotic” vegetables like red & yellow 

pepper, broccoli, asparagus, mushrooms, 

etc., but they can all be found!!!

Besides using Amazon, Flipkart or other 

online retailers who deliver in Pune, you can 

�nd virtually anything, including a large 

range of imported food items like olive oil, 

balsamic vinegar, canned meats of various 

kinds, di�erent kinds of pasta, cheese, cocoa 

in upscale shops in Pune. Coke, Pepsi, and 

other �zzy drinks are widely available (even in 

tiny village shops!).

Other food

Beer—India has some fantastic beer- 

King�sher and Bira being some favourites. 

Imported brands are also available like 

Fosters, Heineken, San Miguel, Castle, etc. 

Pune has a bunch of Beer gardens and 

microbreweries, so do explore those.

Chicken/�sh/lamb/goat, etc: Rs. 140-

400/kilogram (meats are cheaper but less 

hygienic in the outdoor markets than in the 

fancier supermarkets).

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Domestically produced rum, gin, vodka, whisky, etc. are about Rs. 800-1500 per bo�le (approx. 

750ml.-1 litre volume). “Indian made foreign liquor” as it’s known, is great! However, do not buy from 

very small, dubious-looking liquor stores; ask once you get here for recommended stores.
