Drama Department
Our Drama Department is a lively and vibrant department that welcomes diversity and talent.  Pupils 
have ample opportunities to take part in a range of extra-curricular activities, enabling students to 
practice their techniques and perform in front of live audiences. Every year, the department produces 
a Christmas Concert and Summer Show, showcasing the talents of our pupils in Drama. We recently 
took part in the ‘Embrace 2’ conference at the Liverpool Catholic Cathedral providing a moving 
post communion reflection. Enrichment trips are held regularly, giving pupils the opportunity to see 
professional performances.

Pupils at Corpus Christi are taught Drama from Year 7 and are offered the subject as a GCSE option 
at the end of Year 9. At Key Stage 3 pupils learn general performing, making and evaluating skills. In 
lessons pupils’ social skills and independent learning develop; ensuring that they work well together to 
maximise their learning experience. Schemes of work consider a variety of influences and pupils have 
the opportunity to explore: Mime, Physical Theatre, Improvisation, Voice and Character, Play Texts, 
Devising, Shakespeare and different practitioners, which focus on improving pupil’s dramatic skills.

If pupils decide to take Drama as a subject at GCSE level, they are given the opportunity to develop 
their acting and technical theatre skills as well as looking into various theatrical styles/ practitioners, 
such as Brecht or Stanislavski. Following the curriculum, they will analyse, direct, devise and perform 
short performances and explore a chosen play text. Pupils at GCSE level benefit from watching 
experimental/ professional theatre and work produced by A Level students.
