Job Title: 1:1 Teaching Assistant SEND

Location: Cromwell Academy

Reports to: Class Teacher & Headteacher
Purpose

To assist in promoting the learning and personal development of a pupil to enable them to make best use of
the educational opportunities available to them.

Main Responsibilities

e To aid the pupil to learn as effectively as possible both in group and individual situations, for example:

o Clarifying and explaining instructions;

o Motivating and encouraging the pupil by providing levels of individual attention, reassurance and help
with learning tasks as appropriate to their needs;

o Using praise, commentary and assistance to encourage the pupil to concentrate and stay on task;

o Liaising with class teachers and other professionals about APDRO cycles, contributing to the planning
and delivery as appropriate;

o Providing additional nurture when required,

o Consistently and effectively implementing agreed behaviour management strategies,

o Helping to make appropriate resources to support the pupil.

e To establish a supportive relationship with the student.

e Monitor responses to the learning activities and, where appropriate, modify or adapt the activities as
agreed with the teacher to achieve the intended learning outcomes.

e To give positive encouragement, feedback and praise to reinforce and sustain the pupil’s efforts and
develop self-reliance and self-esteem.

e To support in developing social skills both in and out of the Classroom.

e To support the use of ICT in learning activities and with specific programmes to support learning.

e To support playground/break time activity.

e To provide regular feedback on learning and behaviour to the teacher.

e Under the direction of the teacher, carry out and report on systematic observations to gather evidence of

their knowledge, understanding and skills upon which the teacher makes judgements about their stage of
development.

e Assist in maintaining class records and contribute to reports on pupil progress and
development as directed.

e Organise the learning environment and develop classroom resources as required.

e Undertake support activities for the teacher as required, e.g. photocopying, preparation of
materials, mounting displays.

e Contribute to the management of pupil behaviour, including anticipating and taking action

to prevent potential problems arising.

e Develop and maintain effective working relationships with other staff and parents or
carers.

e Contribute to the maintenance of a safe and healthy environment.

e Attend and actively participate in staff meetings.

e Participate in and support the professional development of other teaching assistants as
required.

e Assist in facilitating school events, e.g. school plays, events
