The Primary School

Our Primary School Department is successful,

supportive and innovative. We fully recognise our
responsibility to safeguard and promote the welfare
of our children. We are a four-form entry school
with over 800 pupils from Nursery to Year 6. We
integrate the 2014 National Curriculum into our
skills based, creative curriculum. Innovation and
creativity are encouraged and celebrated and we
aim to provide a learning experience that is rich,
exciting and child centred.

We offer pupils a wide range of experiences to

enhance their learning including concerts, trips, inspirational visitors, workshops and theme
days. In KS2 we hold House events such as Sport’s Day, a House Music Assembly and a

Performance Poetry Competition. Our School Council has a significant role to play in school
campaigns such as Anti-Bullying and Internet Safety.

Although the majority of our pupils have English as an Additional Language, their academic
attainment is excellent. By the end of Key Stage 2 our pupils outperform their UK counterparts
in Reading, Maths and Science.

As our pupils move on to secondary at Caxton College they continue to thrive and excel. Most
go on to further education with increasing proportions choosing universities abroad.
