THE MODERN
FOREIGN LANGUAGES DEPARMENT

In the academic year 2022-2023 the Modern Languages Department at The West Bridgford School consists
of 9 full-time teachers and one part-time teacher. There will be a SCITT trainee in the department next
year.

French, German and Spanish are taught at all levels from Key Stage 3 to Key Stage 5.

All Year 7, students study French for the first term in all ability groups. After Christmas, all students are
offered a second language (German or Spanish) in addition to French. This format remains the same to the
end of Year 9.

At the end of Year 9, all our students study one or two languages for GCSE as a compulsory EBacc subject.

All three languages currently follow the AQA syllabus for GCSE and A Level. The courses used in KS3 and
KS4 are Dynamo, Viva and Stimmt.
We use the full Pearson ALS package with ActivelLearn classroom, assessment and homework materials.

At A level, we base our schemes of work on the Oxford courses and Kerboodle packages are integrated into
our teaching and schemes of assessment.

The Modern Languages Department is extremely well resourced and equipped. We are housed in a block
which was built in 2017. There are 7 dedicated MFL classrooms and 4 smaller meeting rooms which are
ideal for one-to-one tutoring and speaking exams. We have our own Sanako Digital Languages Laboratory
where students have access to interactive websites as well as other relevant software for languages. All
Modern Languages classrooms have an interactive ClevertouchPlus screen.

We have 15 MFL ipads in the Sixth Form block and 30 ipads in the main MFL block which can be booked by
MFL staff. Teaching is also facilitated by the use of online Activelearn interactive packages.

We also subscribe to A level e-revision, Kerboodle, Exampro and Linguascope.

We use OneNote to store important departmental documentation, schemes of work and lesson materials —
all members of the MFL team contribute.

The Department encourages the use of languages outside the classroom. The German exchange is a well-
established programme and is aimed primarily at Y9 and Y10. This academic year the department has run
or is running a KS4 trip to Barcelona, a German exchange with our partner school in Kerpen for Y9 and Y10,
a KS3 trip to Paris and a KS5 exchange trip to Madrid. A successful candidate would be expected to
contribute to trips. Work experience placements in Y12 and Y13 are offered, as well as study and revision
days at Nottingham University. Links with Nottingham University and Nottingham Trent University give our
students the opportunity to visit the university for various taster days.

Final year MFL university students also visit the school in the Spring term as part of their language
ambassadors’ programme.

After school activities include the Global Gazette and Deutsch clubs as well as intervention sessions for
exam classes. We also enter national spelling and translation bee competitions.
