General Information

The Faculty is one of eight which make up the academic organisation of Corfe Hills School.  It is responsible for teaching and learning in Science including A-level courses in Biology, Chemistry, Geology and Physics.  At present there are 12 Science and Geology teachers.  Leadership is distributed between the Heads of Biology, Chemistry and Physics.
The Faculty aims to help all students to learn and progress. It encourages staff to adopt active learning styles, building on strengths and sharing good practice with colleagues. 

· In Year, 9 students have 7 lessons a fortnight, split between the 3 sciences.  In Years 10 and 11, approximately 80% of students complete a combined science course completing a ‘double’ award.  They have 10 lessons a fortnight split between Biology, Chemistry and Physics.  The students are following the new GCSE AQA trilogy science scheme (new specification for examination in 2018).  The remaining 20% of students opt to study the three sciences separately to obtain 3 GCSE grades, one each in Biology, Chemistry and Physics.  These students have 15 lessons a fortnight. 

· KS4 Science is taught as Biology, Chemistry and Physics by subject specialists with a strong emphasis on team work.
· Recruitment to post-16 science is strong and there are currently 2 Biology groups in each of Years 12 and 13; 2 Chemistry groups in Year 12 and 1 in Year 13; 1 Geology group in each of Years 12 and 13; 2 Physics groups in Year 12 and 1 in Year 13.  There is also 1 applied Science group n Year 13.
· The Faculty is well resourced with 13 laboratories, three prep rooms and a faculty room where staff can work and relax.  There are four part-time technicians.

· All the labs have smart boards and projectors.  Faculty staff have their own laptops and these have wireless connections to the school network.  ICT rooms can also be booked for lessons.  
· The pastoral life of the school is given considerable emphasis, with staff taking on the responsibility of a group tutor.  
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
